MD10K - MARSHAL BRIEFING

Thank you for volunteering to help out on at the Market Drayton 10k. This document provides a summary of what you need to know and most importantly what to do in an emergency.

Collection of vest, radio & goodie bag

Please collect a marshal vest on either the Sat from 2pm-4pm, or on Sun from 8am-10am from the Main Gym at the Grove school. All marshals will receive some complementary goodies. This is also an opportunity to run through any key points from this document and check you know where your marshal point is.

If you are in a key position, you will be allocated a radio

Both the radio and vest should be returned to the Main Gym at the Grove school at the end of the race. Please also do head to the end funnel of the race as once the last runner is through there may be further goodies available from our sponsors.

Using your radio

If you are in a key position, you will be allocated a radio, which must be returned on the same day. 
The Radio has a press to talk function; press the key for 2 seconds before speaking. Only one person can speak over the system at a time so be brief and clear. State your name and then who you wish contact, but don’t presume they have heard you - wait for their acknowledgement and then respond. Release the button as soon as you finish speaking. If it's URGENT please ensure that you state this.

On the day of the race
The Fun Run starts at 09.30hrs with the main race starting at 11.00hrs.  All marshals should be in their allocated spot 15 minutes before this time so as to familiarise themselves with the area. A lead vehicle will notify you where the lead runners will be on the course  

Please wear the hi-viz vest provided to ensure you can be identified and for your own safety

On the day of the race Rob Boffey (Chief Marshall) will confirmation that each marshal is at the correct location. If you plan to go directly to your marshalling point on the Sun please call or text him on 07757331887 to confirm you are in place. If you are unfamiliar with your location please let him know so he can show you what you need to do. 

Whilst some people run regularly many are running for fun; for one or two it will be their first ever to race and some have been sponsored for various charities of their choice so do shout, yell, clap and encourage spectators to cheer the runners on as they pass by, it really does help them get around the course.

First Aid

Our dedicated medical team will be at strategic places on the route. In the event of a runner or spectator becoming injured or unwell please make a marshal aware as they are able to contact the medical team manager who will direct medical personnel to attend the injured party.

Emergency Vehicles

In the event of an emergency vehicle needing access through the route AT ANY TIME runners and spectators MUST IMMEDIATELY move aside and LET IT PASS unhindered – road barriers will be moved aside by marshals if necessary.




Highlighted Marshal points

Please ensure barriers and signage at your point are in a prominent position by 10.45hrs to prevent any further traffic passing through. Please do not leave your allocated marshal point until the last runners have passed you and it is safe to do so. There will be a back runner who will inform you that they are the back marker. 

Marshal points that have to stay on their junction throughout race are as follows;1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12, 32, 34,  73, 74, 75, 76 and 77.  The runners either come past these junctions twice or we need to stop cars coming onto the course earlier on then later as well e.g. Newport Road / Red Lion / Great Hales Street etc. If your junction can be re-opened to traffic and you are able to stand down please feel free to follow the last runners and the support vehicle along the route back to the Grove School.
Please ensure any barriers that you are covering including side roads are moved to allow the flow of traffic to resume. 

Road Closures

Road closures have been officially applied for which means that NO TRAFFIC can pass through the route with exception of emergency vehicles attending an incident.  All local residents have been informed of this planned closure via notices on the roads, via social media and press articles.

Roads in the town are closed between 10:30 and 12:30. We enforce some of our road closures for the entire duration of the race to protect our runners & spectators. Drivers who choose to park cars within the town on public roads and car parks adjacent to the route will not be permitted to pass through the route until the road is re-opened by marshals and (dependent on where sited) potentially until entire race is over (approx. 10:30 – 12.30) – this is for safety reasons.

MD10K – OTHER USEFUL INFORMATION


Free Park and Ride

We offer a complimentary and dedicated coach service which includes extensive free parking for vehicle to reduce the volume of traffic in the town. Car park and pick-up/drop-off is with the kind compliments of Barbers Auction Market which is situated  in the industrial estate at Adderley Road, Market Drayton, TF9 3SW, (directly off the roundabout junction of A53 / A529) .The coach will continuously relay throughout the day from 08.30am – until last bus leaves Grove School at 14.30 (with a break between 11 – 11.45 whilst the race is on). 


Car Parking

Grove School – Limited parking accessed off Great Hales Street (not the main gate).  For safety reasons you will not be allowed to depart the car park until 12:30 as we will still have runners completing the course so if you need to leave early please do not park at the Grove School. 

Other car parks - Public car parks available are signposted within Market Drayton and approx. 5-10 minute walk from the event. PLEASE NOTE: Lidl, Asda, Homebase and Morrisons are not public car parks but private parking for their customers. They are monitored by the stores who can issue parking fines if misused.


Race Numbers

Race numbers can be collected from the Grove School sports hall on the Saturday prior to the race between 2pm and 4pm. On race day they can be collected from the same location between 8am and 10:30am.  

Toilets 

There will be toilets on the field. We are not permitted to use toilets within the school.

Refreshments

Quality caterers will be sited on the field providing a selection of hot and cold food and drink throughout the day. This year you will also be able to buy alcohol & soft drinks should you or your supporters wish to. We encourage you to purchase from our traders as they support the event.

Free Bag Drop

Runners possessions may be left at our complimentary bag drop situated in the Scouts marquee on the main field near the start area. Affix the tear off strip from your race number/chip securely to your bag when dropping it off. For security reasons, collection will only be authorised upon presentation of the matching race number. We cannot accept liability for any items that are lost.

Any emergency vehicle with blue lights/sirens on MUST be given access
If a person collapses unconscious or with apparent serious injury shout for help in order to gain assistance AND then immediately dial 999 providing relevant information as requested. Runners personal details may be on reverse of race number. Assist and remain with injured party until arrival of ambulance. 

If injured or collapsed but conscious and coherent assist them; contact ambulance if they want one otherwise offer to contact First Aid team to attend. 

Any Other emergency. matter dial 999 - request relevant service attends. 

Please make Lead Marshals aware of any emergency situation once safe to do so and get the following information:
